
General Rules and Regulations  
 
Trophies/Plaques/Banners will be listed in their respective 
sections and in the front of this book. 
1. The Laramie County Fair Board reserves the final and 
absolute right to interpret these rules and regulations and 
arbitrarily settle and determine all matters and differences that

decision. Judges may make minor deviations from 
rules/guidelines as he/she deems appropriate (these deviations 
may not be protested). 
2. All exhibits must be in place for inspection by the 
public and/or judges in accordance with the Fair schedule 
published within this book. Late entries in Exhibition Hall will be 
accepted for display only, no premiums or ribbons will be 
awarded. All livestock will be checked in by the barn 
superintendent and assigned stalls. No animal will be stalled 
without first clearing with the barn superintendent. Closing 
time for check-in and weigh-in in all livestock areas will be in 
accordance with the Fair schedule. No livestock will be re-
weighed. No premium shall be awarded, nor will any premium 
be paid on any animal or article not mentioned or classified in 
this premium list. 
3. Any electrical equipment used by an exhibitor at 
Laramie County Fair must be UL approved and meet City of 
Cheyenne electrical code. 
4. All non-animal and junior exhibits are limited to 
Laramie County Exhibitors. Exhibits must be the handiwork of 
the exhibitor and must not have been previously shown at the 
Laramie County Fair. 
5. Release time for all livestock exhibits is Saturday 
immediately following the 4-H Sale. Exhibition Hall exhibits will 
be released between 3 and 5 p.m. on Saturday. Removing an 
exhibit prior to release time without permission of the Fair 
Board will result in forfeiture of all premiums and may preclude 
future exhibiting privileges. No exhibitor can remove an animal 
from its assigned stall prior to release time on Saturday without 
first obtaining a signed early release form from the Fair 
Manager. 
6. Responsibility - The Laramie County Fair will not be 
responsible for any loss, damage, or injury to animal exhibited, 
or for any article of any kind or nature that may be lost or 
destroyed or damaged in any way. Each exhibitor will be 
responsible for any injury that may be occasioned to any person 
by an animal owned or exhibited by himself, and demands of 
any type that may arise out of negligence or injury occasioned 
by an animal owned or exhibited by the person in charge of 
such an animal. Exhibitors show at their own risk. Neither the 
Fair Board nor its officers or agents will be liable in any case for 
any lost, damage or accident that may occur. 
7. The Laramie County Fair Board will guarantee the 
premium payments listed in the Premium Section listed in this 
book. 
8. All exhibitors requesting consideration for adjustment 
of a premium must submit their request in writing within 20 
days of receipt of premium to Laramie County Fair, PO Box 
20670, Cheyenne, WY 82003 or 3967 Field Station Road, 

Cheyenne, WY 82001. No adjustments will be considered after 
October 1 of current year. Premium checks not cashed within 
90 days will be considered null and void. 
9. No trophy will be awarded or sponsored by any 
individual or group without the permission of the Laramie 
County Fair Board. Additional awards to those listed in the 4-H 
department in this book will only be allowed if they have been 
announced in a 4-H newsletter by April of the current year. 
10. Curfew will be 10:30 p.m. on all nights. No vehicles 
allowed in or around the barns between 8 a.m. Monday 
morning and the conclusion of the 4-H Sale Saturday. 
11. No animal or exhibit may be entered by more than one 
exhibitor and may not be entered in both FFA and 4-H within 
any given year. The 4-H Grand Champion and Reserve Market 
Beef, Sheep, Swine and Goat will compete against the FFA 
Grand Champion Market Beef, Sheep, Swine and Goat for the 
combined 4-H/FFA Grand Champion Trophy. 
12. Any animal exhibited in the 4-H or FFA Divisions must 
have been owned by the exhibitor on or before June 1 of the 
current year unless otherwise specified in department rules. No 
animal is to be entered or exhibited as registered purebred 
unless the same has been recorded upon the recognized books 
of record kept by the respective association. A certificate of

showing. All livestock originating outside of Laramie County 
shall be accompanied by appropriate Health Certificates and 
Brand Certification and/or a Pseudo rabies certificate. 
13. All livestock must be kept in assigned stall areas while 
on the fairgrounds. All exhibits will be in stalls from 8 a.m. to 7 
p.m. daily for exhibition. Any animal ineligible to show may not 
remain on the fairgrounds. Stall cards for all livestock, poultry, 
and rabbit exhibits must be in place and properly filled out. 
Replacement cards will be made available for those that have 
become torn or soiled. Failure to abide by this policy will result 
in forfeiture of premiums. Superintendents can request that 
any uncontrollable animal be sent home. Bulls over 8 months of 
age will be shown with a nose lead. 
14. ABUSE OR UNETHICAL TREATMENT OF ANY ANIMAL 
WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. Violation of this rule may disqualify 
the contestant from the event or the entire show and forfeiture 
of any premiums earned. The superintendent together with a 
barn committee, which includes a member of the Laramie 
County Fair Board shall have the authority to require any 
exhibitor to remove unsightly, abused, neglected or of poor 
exhibit quality animal from the fairgrounds. This rule applies 
even if the animal has been found to be disease free by a 
veterinarian. Decision of committee is final. 
15. Judges will not award prizes to any unworthy exhibit. It 
is the intention of the Fair Board that no premium or distinction 
of any kind be given to any animal or article that is not 
deserving. The rule will be adhered to whether or not there is 
competition. All exhibitors/livestock showing at State Fair must 
comply with WSF rules and requirements. See WSF book. The 
awarding of a trophy for those classes so designated is at the 
discretion of the judge of that class. When there are fewer than 
three exhibits in any class, some classes can be combined and 
the judge will award whatever placing the exhibits deserve on 
the basis of quality. When there is no competition between 



exhibitors in a class, only one award will be given. No exhibit 
will be eligible for more than one premium in any one class. 
16. Every animal in the fair must have an entry listing on 
an entry card. Group entries (i.e. - Pen of Three), are one entry. 
If an entry is not made by the required deadline and noted on 
the entry card, you will not receive any premium. 
Superintendents shall not allow any write in entries on call 
sheets. No call sheets are to be removed from the park and 
must be turned into the fair office within 2 hours of the end of 
show. Call sheets for late night shows are to be turned in by 9 
a.m. the following morning. 
17. In the interest of ensuring the maximum possible fire 
protection rating, the Laramie County Fair Board will require 
and provide wood shavings as the primary bedding material for 
animals exhibited at the Laramie County Fair. However, because 
of special health considerations, Dairy Goats and Breeding 
Sheep will be permitted to use the bedding material of their 
choice. All animals will be bedded. 
18. Persons with disabilities and wishing special

should be added behind the class number on the entry form. 
See Departments for further information. 4-H and FFA 
exhibitors are responsible for complying with all State Brand 
Laws and all Wyoming animal health laws. Exhibitors must be in 
possession of proof of ownership at all times during the Fair.

Fire and Health Rules for Driving 
and Camping in Frontier Park  

 
Your assistance in meeting city fire and health codes is 
requested. 
1. No camping will be allowed on the grounds unless 
proper health and fire regulations are met. 
2. Camper space reservations will be available starting 
June 1 and on a first come, first serve basis, and payment must 
be made in order to reserve the space. A $25 fee will be 
charged for each unit camping on the fairgrounds during the 
week of Fair. Campers are responsible for any damages or 
refuse left in camper spaces. Unsightly or damaged spaces may 
result in cancellation of reservation for the following year. 
There will be no spaces available until the first Saturday of fair. 
3. NO juvenile camps will be permitted. Each campsite 
must be supervised at all times by an adult (age 21 & over). 
4. Self contained units will be allowed to remain in the 
park providing no waste material is expelled from the unit. A 
dump station is available in the campground. Campers who do 
not have waste facilities will be allowed, provided all trash and 
debris are disposed of in barrels located around the park, and 
restrooms facilities are used. 
5. ABSOLUTELY NO TENTS will be allowed to be set up on 
the grounds under any circumstances. 

6. Certain fire lanes as posted must be kept open for 
minimum safety. No hay or grain can be stored in or within 25 
feet of any wooden stall or barn. A 25 foot fire lane must be 
kept open directly in front of all barns and stalls, and trailer and 
camper units cannot be left in these areas without maintaining 
proper safe distance from fire lanes. Any electrical hook-up can 
only be made at properly designated electrically grounded 
units. The park will be patrolled daily by fire and health 
authorities. A warning will be issued and time given to correct 
deficiencies. A second notice will be cause for ejection from the 
park. No privately-owned heavy equipment will be allowed on 
the grounds (i.e. tractors, loaders, etc.) 
7. The road between the Beef Barn and the Swine Barn 
will be closed after weigh-in and will not be reopened until after 
the 4-H Sale on Saturday. 
 
 

NO DOGS OTHER THAN HELP DOGS 
ALLOWED ON THE PARK DURING FAIR 

Ordinance No 1756 of the City of Cheyenne prohibits animals 
from running at large on city property, requires the registration 

of dogs and cats and requires that dogs be kept on leashes 
except while indoors or in fenced yards. In view of the above, if 

any animal is found running at large in Frontier Park, Animal 
Control will be called and the animal immediately impounded.  

 

For your safety as well as others ς NO dogs 
or bicycles will be allowed on the 

fairgrounds. NO horses in the Beef, Sheep, 
Goat, or Swine Barns.

They should be uniform in color, 
shape and size.

diameter, and free from damage by disease, insects, worms, or 
wilting. Cut the stems squarely above the first whorl of leaves 
to give an overall length of 5 inches. 
ω Brussel Sprouts -All the heads should be firm, compact, fresh, 
a good green color, and uniform in shape and size. Heads not 
less than 1 inch in diameter are desirable. Stems should be 
smoothly trimmed to 1/2 inch. 
ω Cabbage - Heads should be the same variety, uniform in color, 
shape and size, and should be firm, heavy in comparison to size, 
free from damage by freezing, disease or insect. Midribs should 
not be large, and the leaves should not be trimmed too closely. 
Leave stem 1/4 inch long to hold leaves firmly. 
ω Carrots - Select carrots should be smooth, straight, firm, deep 
orange in color and free from greening at the top. Specimens 
should be typical of their variety avoiding over-size, and should 
be free from side roots, cracks, or other damage. Cut off tops to 
1 inch. Do not trim tap roots. 
ω Cauliflower ς White cauliflower should be white and other 
colors to include but not limited to green, purple, yellow and 
orange. Cauliflower should be solid, uniform and close flowered 
and should not have leaves appearing through the head. Trim 
the green outside leaves to 1 inch above the head. Trim the 
butt or stem to allow 4 to 6 leaves to remain. 
ω Celery - Stalks should be uniform in color and size. Trim 
outside stalks until color is uniform. The heart, which is made 
up of stocky inner branches, should be well developed. The 
outer leaves should be crisp, free from prominent ribs, splits 
and damage by disease and insects. Wash the plant until it is 
clean. Trim the root to a triangle-shape not over 1 inch long. 
ω Corn, Sweet - Ears should be well-formed and filled out to tip, 
free from any kind of injury. Kernels should be soft, tender and 
filled with thick, opaque, milky juice. Ears should be uniform in 
size and should be husked and trimmed for judging, free of 
silks. The shank should be trimmed to 1/4 inch from the base of 
the cob. The tip of the ear may be neatly clipped, although only 
a small portion (no more than 1/2 inch) of the cob should be 
removed. 
ω Cucumber, Pickling - Specimens should be of the same size, 
not oversized and not more than 1 1/4 inches in diameter or 4 
inches long and should be fairly straight with blunt ends. Clean 
by brushing with a soft brush to avoid removing the spines. 
Trim stem to 1/4 inch. 
ω Cucumber, Slicing - Specimens should be straight, firm, 
uniform in color shape and size variety; not overgrown, but 
should be uniformly medium or dark green, 6-9 inches long. 
Clean by gently brushing with a soft brush to avoid reducing the 
natural bloom. Cut the stem off to 1/4 inch. 
ω Eggplant - Specimens should be smooth, firm, heavy but not 
too large, uniform in shape and size, free from blemishes, select 
for uniform purple coloring, free from bronzing and greening. 
Wipe with soft cloth, but do not wash. Trim stems to 1 inch. 
ω Endive - Specimens should be uniform in color, shape and 
size, with a creamy white heart formation with a spread of not 
less than 4 inches when the head is opened as far as possible 
without breaking leaves. Leaves should be fresh, tender, crisp 



and free from blemishes. Trim roots to 1/4 inch from the outer 
leaf stems. 
ω Gherkin, West Indian -Separate from cucumbers, as the 
gherkin and cucumbers are different species. Avoid oversize, 
not more than 1 1/2 inches in diameter and not more than 3 
inches long. Trim stem to 1/4 inch. 
ω Kohlrabi - Specimens should not be hard, woody or pithy. 
They should be 3 to 4 inches in diameter and very smooth. Skin 
should be easily punctured by thumb nail. Clean but do not 
wash. Remove all leaves by trimming the stems to 1 inch long. 
Cut off the stem portion just below the ball. 
ω Lettuce, Head/Leaf- Specimens should be uniform in color, 
shape and size and should be crisp, firm, clean, and free from 
damage. Remove loose and damaged outer leaves. Cut off the 
stem 1/4 inch from the bottom leaf. 
ω Muskmelon (Cantaloupe) - Specimens should be the same 
variety, free from decay, cracks and any damage caused by 
insects, disease, hail or other means. They should be fully ripe, 
picked on full slip. If several days elapse between picking date 
and exhibit, they may be picked on half slip and be permitted to 
ripen with stems attached. 
ω Onions - Specimens should be of the same variety, uniform in 
color, shape and size, and should be clean and free from 
damage of any kind. Avoid large sizes, but should not be less 
than 2 inches in diameter. The bulbs should have most of their 
papery skin intact. Do not peel so as to give a slick appearance. 
The tops (neck) should be small and trimmed to 1 inch. Green 
onions should be tender, medium sized stems with long, white 
shanks. Shanks should be smooth and uniform in size. Cut roots 
to 1/2 in. long. Do not peel heavily. 
ω Parsnips -Specimens should have firm roots and be smooth, 
tapering evenly; they should be small in diameter (1 1/2 to 2 
1/4), without side roots and should be a light creamy color, with 
top root left on. Trim top to 1 inch. 
ω Peas - Pods should be fresh, bright green and well-filled with 
tender peas. They should be uniform in color, shape and size, 
with green calyxes attached, free from any kind of injury, such 
as insects, disease or hail damage. 
ω Peppers - Specimens should be the same variety, must be the 
same color and should be uniform in shape and size. Sweet 
green peppers should be healthy with no reddish blush or other 
discoloration. Sweet red or yellow peppers should have healthy, 
clear red or yellow color, with no greenish tinges. All peppers 
should be free from sun scald or damages caused by insects and 
diseases. Leave stem on and trim to 1 inch. 
ω Pumpkin, Pie - Specimens should be uniform in color, shape 
and size, free from insects and mechanical injury. Do not wash, 
may be brushed clean. Leave stem attached and trim to 1 inch. 
ω Radishes - They should be uniform in color, shape and size. 
Flesh should be crisp and tender, not pithy, and be free from 
injury caused by disease, insects, growth cracks or mechanical 
damage. Trim leaf tops to 1 inch. 
ω Rhubarb - Stacks should be uniform in color, shape, size and 
texture. Length after trimming should be at least 10 inches. 
Stalks should be tender, crisp, fresh, not pithy, limp or wilted. 
Neatly trim the tops, leaving 1 inch of leaves and prongs. The 
stalks should be pulled when harvested, not cut off. The basal 
husks should be removed from the bottom of the stalk. 

ω Spinach - Specimens may be harvested as entire plant with 
leaves left attached to the pinkish root crown. Leaves should be 
dark green from either the smooth or crumpled variety. 
ω Squash, Summer - Pick when small (best eating 4 to 7 inches, 
depending on variety). The shell should be extremely soft, fairly 
tender and have undeveloped seeds. All specimens should be 
uniform in color, shape and size, free from damage or 
blemishes. Brush to clean off dirt, do not wash. Trim stem to 1 
inch. 
ω Squash, Winter - Pick when mature, when shells are 
hardened. Specimens should be uniform in color, shape and 
size, free from insects injury or mechanical damage. Brush to 
clean, but do not wash, Trim stem to 1 inch. 
ω Swiss Chard - Specimens must be fresh, crisp, with bright 
green leaves and clear white stems. They should be uniform in 
color and size. Clean by brushing if necessary. Trim off roots and 
trim butt to a triangular shape. 
ω Tomatoes - Specimens should be uniform in color, shape, and 
size, and free from cracks, sun scald and blemishes, ripe, solid 
and without stems. Specimens should be true to type and 
variety. (Leave stems on the pickling or preserving types). 
ω Turnips - Specimens should be uniform in size, shape and 
color, medium-sized, 1 1/4 to 2 3/4 inches in diameter. Flesh 
should be crisp, fine grained and not pithy. They should be free 
of damage, clean and bright in color, but not washed. They 
should be firm, with secondary rootlets removes, with 2 to 3 
inches of tap root remaining. Trim tops to 1 inch.

2. The first duplication follows the Champion, the second 
duplication will follow the Reserve champion, and the other 
duplications will start with the heaviest division and move in 
order to the lightweight division.

If the Champions and Reserve Champions come from 
that same division, only the first duplication will come from that 
division. The judge will determine division placing from class 
winners. 
3. In situations where a member qualifies more than one 
animal per category, the following duplication process will be 
used: In divisions with more than one class, all 1st and 2nd 
place class winners will come together and be placed within the 
division. This division placing will then be used to determine 
duplicates for the sale. Sale Order: First duplication follows the 
champion; second duplication will follow the reserve champion. 
Other duplications will start with the heaviest division and 
move in order to lightweight division, however, no fourth-place 
animals will sell until all third-place animals are sold. If 
Champions and Reserve Champions come from the same 
division, only the first duplication will come from that division. 
4. FFA Exhibitors will complete Kiwanis sale forms 
immediately following the selection of the overall champions of 
each market show.

Proof of ownership (Horse Certification form) must be on file 
and complete, including endorsements, at the County Extension 
Office by June 21

st
, 2010. All classes shall be conducted 

according to rules contained in the current "Wyoming Junior 
Horse Show Rule Book."  Safety helmets are accepted and 
encouraged in any class for headgear.  Harness must be 
properly fastened.  ASTI-SEI Helmets recommended.  One entry 
is allowed per exhibitor in showmanship. One entry is allowed 

per exhibitor in each performance class.  More than one entry 
per exhibitor is allowed in each halter class with premiums paid 
on a maximum of three entries per exhibitor in each class. 4-H 
horse members must pass the certification process to 
participate in the county horse show, to be able to show your 
horse in halter classes youth must pass section 1 and 2A of the 
certification. To be able to ride in classes, youth must pass 
section 2B of the certification. There are also endorsements 
that must be passed in order to participate in classes, they are 
as follows: youth participating in Trail classes must pass the trail 
endorsement, youth participating in speed and stock events 
must pass the speed endorsement, youth participating in roping 
events must pass the roping endorsement, and youth 
participating in jumping events must pass the jumping 
certification.  4-H members must prepare and groom their own 
animal for all showmanship, halter and performance classes.  
Exhibitors must be able to control and handle their horse(s) 
safely.  Ponies must be measured immediately following the 
showmanship classes  To qualify as a pony for halter or pony 
western pleasure, wither height must not exceed 58".  It is 
strongly recommended that all horses be current on 
immunizations.  Horses will be free from any disease and in 
good health to be exhibited and shown.  Horses must be placed 
in assigned stalls only and no changes will be permitted except 
by the expressed consent of the barn manager or fair 
superintendents.  Stall assignments will only be made on the 
Friday prior to the Horse Show, during check in at the Arena 
office.  Any exceptions must be arranged with a Fair 
Superintendent prior to that Friday.  All stalls must be cleaned 
and exhibitors must check out with the barn Manager or fair 
superintendent upon departure.  Stalls must be cleaned and 
vacated within two hours of the conclusion of the horse show.  
Unclean stalls will be assessed a $20.00 cleaning fee, per stall.  
This fee will be withheld from fair premium checks. All 4-H 
horses must leave following the close of the 4-H classes unless 
entered in FFA.  Arena Management - There shall be a ring 
steward for each judge, and he/she shall be the only person 
allowed in the ring with the judge in all classes.  When arena is 
not in use, it may be used for warm-up riding.  No one horse 
can be both a 4-H and FFA project. There can a family horse, 
meaning that one horse can be shown by multiple members of 
the direct family (only siblings, no cousins, etc.). However each 
member must be certified and endorsed to compete on that 
horse. Also the Horse will not be allowed to run more than once 
in an event, i.e. the horse can run once with Exhibitor A for 
Barrels, and once for Exhibitor B in Stakes, but cannot run for 
both events for both exhibitors. No 4-H exhibitor will receive 
aid from any person outside the immediate show ring while 
showing.  Disqualification may result at the discretion of the 
officials, the fair superintendents, or the Laramie County 4-H 
Educator.  Any person having a grievance or complaint shall 
submit a written signed statement to the 4-H Horse Show 
Superintendents and 4-H Educator for investigation.  The 
statement shall include all facts to clearly explain the case. 
Grievances must be submitted within 24 hours after completion 
of the Laramie County Horse Show.  Any Performance Class or 
Showmanship Class with 20 or more entries will be split into 
two or more sections.  The judge will select no less than six 



contestants from each section.  The final contestants from the 
sections will be brought back into the ring for final placing.  
Performance classes with only one or two entries may be 
combined by the superintendent or judge.   Foul language, 
insubordination, cheating or verbal abuse of fair Officials will 
not be tolerated. 4-H members who do not exhibit or conduct 
themselves in a sportsman-like manner may be dismissed from 
the ring and/or forfeit all premiums.  Contestants must have 
their numbers pinned securely on their back or BOTH sides of 
the saddle pad.  If a contestant foresees a possible conflict in 
showing two or more halter horses, he must have another 4-H 
member prepared to show one of the horses.  Halter classes 
will not be delayed for a 4-H member who is showing in one 
ring when his/her class is called for the other ring. If for any 
reason, an exhibitor cannot use the horse that was pre-entered 
in a class, they may substitute another 4-H horse they have 
Certified with permission from a Fair Superintendent. However, 
substitute horses must be Certified  as a project horse to that 
exhibitor.  There will be a final 5-minute call before each class.  
A five (5) minute tack change will be allowed between classes if 
necessary.  However, the ring steward or gate person MUST BE 
NOTIFIED of necessary changes.  4-H members will be denied 
entry if not present for last call into the ring.  If a horse kicks (or 
is known to kick), a red ribbon must be tied to its tail.  This is a 
safety measure, and the horse shall not be discriminated 
against in the halter or performance classes. In addition, if any 
horse is deemed too dangerous for the rider or others around 
the rider and horse, the Horse committee along with the 4-H 
educator have the right to dismiss the horse for the remainder 
of the day or the remainder of the horse show.

CRITERIA FOR SCORING - The exhibitor shall be scored 
according to the guidelines set forth in the current "Wyoming 
Junior Horse Show Rule Book".  Exhibitor must be able to safely 
handle and control their horse. 
  
4-H Horse - Halter 
Halter Classes will follow 15 minutes after the conclusion of 
Showmanship classes.  Exhibitors of all halter horses must be 
able to safely handle and control their own horse(s) or they will 
be excused from their class.  Breeds: Horses may be grade; 
breed registration is not required. Grade & mixed breed horses 
show in breed they most represent. Registered horses show in 
breed classes in which they are registered. Other breed class is 
for any other horse not listed above.

Weanlings may only 
be handled and shown by a member age 13 or older, before 
January of current year.  If owner is under age 13, another club 
member may show that exhibitor's weanling, provided the 
substitute showman is of correct age.

Horse - Performance 
 
Junior horses are those that are 5 years and younger as of 
January 1

st
 of the current year. Senior horses are those 6 years 

and older. Premiums are paid on first through sixth place only.  
The top individual (or next eligible exhibitor) will be Laramie 
County's representative at State Fair in our allocation of 1 entry 
per class per county.  A horse may be entered in only one class 
under each event, i.e.: one reining class, one western pleasure 
class, etc.  Refer to current State 4-H /FFA/JUNIOR Horse Show 
Rules Book for all appointments, tack, class conduct, way of 

going, etc. 
  
PONY WESTERN PLEASURE 
Ponies must be measured before they show and be 58 inches or 
under without shoes.  Ponies not measured will not be allowed 
to show.  The class is limited to ponies 58 inches and under and 
riders 13 years of age or under.   In case a pony measures over 
58 inches, they may transfer performance class entry to a 
corresponding performance class.  Ponies entered in Pony 
Western Pleasure may not enter any other Western Pleasure 
class, but may enter English classes and individual performance 
classes.  Pony Pleasure Class points do not go toward Western 
High Point.  
  
WESTERN PLEASURE 
All classes shall be judged on the performance, manners and 
conformation of the horse at the discretion of the judge. Entries 
will be penalized for excessive speed or being on the wrong 
lead. Horses must be shown at a walk, jog, and lope, working 
both directions of the ring, on a reasonably loose rein without 
undue restraint. Judge must ask that horse be backed and may 
ask for additional work as deemed necessary.  See reining for 
required appointment and tack for this class. A junior horse 
may be entered in only one Western Pleasure Class. When 
riding a horse 5 years and under with a snaffle bit or bosal with 
split reins, two hands must be used on the reins. 
  
ENGLISH PLEASURE HUNT SEAT 
This class is open to all breeds and all ages.  A horse may be 
entered in only one English Pleasure class. See required 
appointments and tack for this class. 
  
CLASS ROUTINE:  Class to enter the ring at a walk and be able to 
show at a walk, trot (with the rider posting) and canter.  All 
horses shall be worked at all gaits both ways of the ring.   
  
Line-up:  horses may be asked to back individually. 
The walk: brisk, true and flat-footed. 
The trot: brisk, smart, cadenced and balanced without loss of 
form. 
The canter:  smooth, unhurried, collected, straight, and on 
correct leads. 
  
PROGRAMMED RIDE 
Riders will be scheduled. All riders must check in at gate 5 
minutes prior to their assigned time, failure to check in will 
result in class forfeit.  Scheduled times that conflict with other 
activities must be discussed and arrangements made during the 
Horse Show check in on the Friday prior to the start of the 
show.  Points earned towards High Point in Programmed Ride 
will be counted as follows: Horses ridden in Western equipment 
will be awarded points towards "High Point Western Horse" and 
horses ridden in English equipment will receive points for "High 
Point English Horse." The class may be ridden either English or 
Western.  All tests are adapted from U.S.D.F. (United States 
Dressage Federation) official dressage tests.  Readers--Each 
rider is invited to bring their own readers.  Readers can be 
provided by the show committee upon request. 



TESTS:  Test I shall be used by Juniors and Intermediates, Test II 
shall be used for Seniors and FFA.  These tests are in the State 
Jr. Horse Show Rule Book. 
  
HUNTER HACK 
This class is a jumping class, open to all breeds and ages.  
Exhibitors must have completed at least one workshop 
approved by the Horse Committee prior to County Fair to 
demonstrate proficiency and safety in jumping.  Exceptions will 
only be allowed with express permission from the Horse 
Committee on an individual basis.  See Required Appointments 
and Tack for this class and note that safety helmets MUST be 
worn and have a chin strap for this class.  Exhibitors should be 
aware of the requirements of a hand gallop as this maneuver 
may be required.  Riders are required to jump straight poles for 
this event, however, cross poles will be made available in the 
warm up arena.  These cross poles will be available only to 
eligible hack competitors.

8. All poultry except market animals must be part of the 

regular project prior to June 1. 
9. No poultry will be on the grounds that are not entered in a 

class.  
10. Any birds placed in cages not assigned will not be judged.

Health Requirements 
Cats must have current rabies and distemper shots. It is strongly 
suggested, but not mandatory, that all entries have the 
combination vaccinations, plus feline leukemia. Vaccinations 
should not be received within three weeks prior to the show. 
Health Certificates are required.

2.   4-H members carrying the dog project may use co-owned 

dogs (owned by the immediate family).The member must 
have sole care, training and showing of that dog for the 
current 4-H year and have a training contract.  

 Ownership: The dog lives in the same residence with the 4-H 
member and is owned by the 4-H youth or immediate family 
member (grandparents, mother, father, brother, sister). 

 Co-Ownership: Ownership ID Sheets extends beyond the 
family with two or more names on the papers to prove co-
ownership exists. One of the names on the ID Sheet must be 
the 4-H youth or an immediate family member. 

 Dog Training Contract: The 4-H member may enter into an 
agreement to train someone else's dog in situations that 
may benefit the member, the dog or both. This arrangement 
is used for families with the inability to own a dog. The 
training contract should not be used as a substitute for 
normal dog ownership. 

3.  All dogs must be at least 6 months of age by May 1st to 
compete at the County 4-H Dog Show and 1 year of age by 
May 1st for agility classes.  Dog ID forms should reflect the 
age of the dog.   

4.  Certificates for dog entries must show current immunization 
as per state veterinary guidelines. No animals will be 
allowed to exhibit at the Wyoming State Fair without a 
valid Animal Health Certificate. 

5. All dogs must be on leash (excluding competition) and 
under control at all times. County Fair rules prohibit any 
dog from being any place but the site of the dog show. 
Once the 4-H dog show is completed, all dogs must be 
removed from the fairgrounds. 

6. Vicious dogs will be dismissed from the ring and must be 
removed from the premises. 

7. Females in season will be allowed in classes. However, they 
will go through at the end of all classes. 

8. Spayed, monorchid and neutered dogs may be shown 
without judging discrimination. 

9. Dogs must be clean and well groomed. 
10. The show committee reserves the right to ask anyone 

violating these rules to leave. 
11. Judging of classes will be done with AKC rules as guidelines, 

however, specific Wyoming 4-H Dog Show Rules will 
supersede AKC rules.

2. 4-H members competing in 4-H showmanship in one 
species contest are not precluded from competing in 
the same species contest in FFA.   

3. Showmanship exhibitors must compete with their own 
animals. 

4. Preparation and showing of animals must be consistent 
with the rules in the livestock section.  

5. No boars, stallions, beef bulls, or bucks (goats) will be 
allowed in any showmanship event.  Rams (sheep) can 
be shown.  No lactating animals will be shown except 
for dairy animals. 

6. Judging will be on the basis of exhibitor's ability to 
present their animal for judging including the 
movement and positioning of the animal, as well as 
condition and cleanliness of the animal as it relates to 
being ready for show.  Mannerisms, conduct of the 
showman, and industry knowledge are also included. 

7. All showmanship classes must be pre-entered.
